Black Cat出版的The Tempest（暴风雨）是一本改编自莎士比亚作品的戏剧读物。该读物适用于小班授课，教师通过寓教于乐，可以更好地激发学生对英语的兴趣，家长也可通过话剧表演直观地看到到孩子的进步。
故事简介：

米兰公爵普洛斯彼罗由于闭门读书不理国事而被兄弟篡权，和女儿一起被放逐海上。因得到好心人的帮助，他们侥幸存活，流落到一座荒岛。普洛斯彼罗依靠书中学得的强大魔法，引仇人前来，令他们悔悟、认错。最后，普洛斯彼罗以博大的胸怀宽恕了仇敌，还为女儿找到了意中人，大家离开海岛回归米兰。  
特点：

1. 本书分8个单元以对话形式讲述故事，其中还穿插了2篇和相关的扩展阅读（Famous Shipwrecks和Magic and Magicians）以拓宽学生的知识面。学生可在各单元结束后进行话剧表演，也可在学完整个故事后表演。 
2. 各单元课文后有相应的理解练习、词汇练习、语法练习、口语练习和听力练习，部分练习是针对KET（注①）和Trinity（注②）考试而设。
3. 含同步网络活动（Project on The Web），让学生在课外上网搜索更多的相关资料，以此调动学生的积极性。

4. 本书最后附有Exit Test（有答案），可以检测学生对整本书的掌握能力。

5. 图画吸引，便于学生模仿表演。

6. 词汇较简单，适合CEFR（注③）A1水平、Trinity2级水平的学生，降低了对故事理解记忆和模仿表演时的难度。

7. 随书附一张CD，内容为课文对话和听力测试。
